During its 25-year lifetime, the

BeltLine TAD will use all 

incremental revenue gained from

increased development to repay

bonds issued for BeltLine capital

investments. Atlanta will realize the

full value of the increased tax base upon the expiration of the TAD.

The projects the BeltLine TAD will fund include: land acquisition for

green space, trails and transit, workforce housing supplements,

Atlanta Public Schools projects, environmental cleanup, and 

economic development in underdeveloped areas.

Currently, private individuals and organizations are also working 

to make contributions. TPL and The PATH Foundation plan to 

kickoff a capital campaign to help fund parks and trail development

along the BeltLine.

Atlanta’s Past and Future

The BeltLine is a 22-mile loop of

historic railroads encircling 

midtown and downtown Atlanta.

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A City of Parks

In 2004, The Trust for Public Land released its Emerald Necklace

Study, which explored green space opportunities along the

BeltLine. Created by renowned park planner Alexander Garvin, the

study reported that the loop of railroad could serve as a backbone

for an ambitious connected park system throughout the city.

As a member of the city’s BeltLine Partnership, TPL leads land

acquisition for the BeltLine and views the project as an opportunity

for Atlanta to create a “green infrastructure” that the city can 

build upon for years to come. The project will increase Atlanta’s

greenspace by 1,200 acres and improve 700 acres of existing

parks. TPL has already acquired properties for this use, and plans

to solicit community involvement in the process.

A New Atlanta

Not only will the BeltLine change Atlanta’s park system into 

one unlike any other, but it will act as a catalyst for economic 

development. The BeltLine will spur equitable growth in all 

quadrants of the city, create more than 30,000 new jobs and 

provide 48,000 construction jobs. The project also presents an

opportunity to redevelop underutilized properties surrounding the

city’s inner core, and calls for the creation of workforce housing.

The beauty of the BeltLine is that it offers something for everyone.

Along with greenspace, transit, and economic development, 

the BeltLine will include: historic preservation, environmental 

remediation, infrastructure improvements, and developer incentives

in slower growing parts of the city. It’s a grand opportunity for ULI

Atlanta and the entire real estate community to climb aboard and

guide Atlanta’s future.
